It is a form of worship, like 21 12'254'7
prayer and fasting, that strengthens one’s connection with Allah and encourages

detachment from materialism. The Qur'an reminds believers that it is their sincerity, not lScan to donate
the meat or blood, that reaches Allah. Qurbani also carries a strong message of E' "E
compassion and community. The Prophet Muhammad 4&: set an example by offering
an additional sacrifice on behalf of those who could not afford it, showing that Qurbani
is both an act of worship and charity. This reinforces its importance as a practice that
combines devotion, generosity, and care for others.
